The By-Law concerning the 
protection of shorelines has 
been in force on the 
territory of the Municipality 
for more than three years 
now.  This regulation prohibits the control of 
vegetation within 10 meters of the shoreline of 
lakes and streams thus preventing the 
eutrophication of water bodies and episodes 
of cyanobacteria.

Since the coming into force of the 
By-Law, many residents have complied 
and the banks are naturally revegetalizing, 
resulting in a very positive impact on 
our precious waterways.  The 
Municipality will continue to issue 
fines to those who do not comply to 
the regulation intended to protect our Blue 
Gold:  our lakes and watercourses!
